Met Standard of Success: Yes

More than ninety percent of students met or exceeded expectations insofar as
reporting news of some value on their blog sites. For the other aspects of this
outcome--using digital video, photos; incorporating interactive components--the
percentage of students achieving a two or three on the rubric was in the eighties.
The standard of success was met.

Use digital video: 87% (13/15)

Use digital photos: 87% (13/15)

Interactive components: 87% (13/15)

in student achievement of this learning outcome.

The clear area of strength for this outcome was in students reporting newsworthy
information with web-appropriate text. More than 90 percent met this standard of
success and, though it was not captured by the rubric, many did so on topics that
presented considered challenges with regard to nuance, complexity, and detail
(school shootings, LGBTQIA+ safety concerns, and artificial intelligence to name
a few).

Students did well on the other aspects of this outcome, exceeding an 80-percent
success rate as captured by the rubric. Still, I'd like to see them improve on
including digital images and video as well as interactive components (e.g.,
graphics, hyperlinks), as these are now staples of digital reporting as it is
commonly practiced in the field.

Met Standard of Success: Yes

Eighty-one percent of students (13/16) met or exceeded expectations for this
outcome. The standard of success was met. I would have liked to have seen more
students exceed expectations on this, as I felt some of those who met or fell below
expectations could have done better.

More than 80 percent of students wrote competent referrals--or 'teases'--to their
stories that included working links. Moreover, the referrals presented engaging
aspects of the stories that I deemed effective and/or competent, which was
encouraging to see.

All students who completed the assignments met the standard of success for this
outcome. Legal and ethical conventions come into play most often in news stories
reporting crime, conflict, or matters of accusation. If a student did not report such
a story, but still avoided legal or ethical pitfalls, I deemed that they had met the
standard. If there had been a story that involved these more complicated elements
and remained ethically and legally sound, I would have indicated they exceeded
expectations.

No students committed ethical or legal lapses that I was able to detect.

The use of digital video, was significantly improved from the 2018 assessment; in
addition, the students' use of referrals to hypothetically drive traffic to their sites
was markedly increased as well. (I should not that the most common social media
to drive traffic for journalism is Twitter, or X, which at the time of this assessment
was undergoing a much-politicized and confusing transition. This led to the
decision that students write mock tweets, or Xs, within the safety of our self-
contained Blackboard environment, rather than requiring them to maintain and use
accounts in the public sphere of Twitter, or X.)

Describe your overall impression of how this course is meeting the needs of
students. Did the assessment process bring to light anything about student
achievement of learning outcomes that surprised you?

[ am excited about how this course meets the needs of students and for its potential
growth as new cohorts of students progress through the digital age. Their efforts
toward the component parts of traditional journalism were noticeably galvanized
in the digital environment, where touches and flairs of creativity could be

accommodated in ways that a print environment could not, on its own, sustain. In




terms of surprise, I would again refer to the complex and significant range of
stories and topics the students attempted to write about, even if, on occasion, these
attempts exceeded their abilities.

The rubric breaks down performance on this particular outcome into several
individual components (i.e. text, video, images, and interaction) to provide more
detailed results. It follows a more common standard of success than the previous
rubric, insofar as setting seventy percent meeting or exceeding expectations. By
this measure, the standard of success was met in all ways except for the particular
use of digital video, for which 57% met or exceeded expectations.

Students performed best in the area of written text for their web pages. This is
encouraging, given that writing is the most difficult skill related to this outcome
and the one most slowly acquired.

The scoring rubric splits this outcome into four separate columns, indicating
whether the student work contains text, digital video, a slideshow (or photos), and
an interactive component such as the option for reader comments.

Though the percentage of sucessful students varied a bit among the different
aspects of this outcome, those pertaining to text, digital video, and interaction
were all above eighty-five percent. As noted in the data, none of the students
included a "slideshow," which was called for on the original rubric (though not in
the outcome). However, ninety-four percent of the students included digital photos
in lieu of the slideshow, which is acceptable. The rubric will be revised with this

in mind for the next assessment.

I was pleased with all aspects of this outcome in the student projects that
examined.

The original rubric specifically mentioned slideshows as a component of the
student projects to be assessed (though the outcome did not). It's my judgment
now that digital images (i.e. still photos) are more suitable as a specific aspect of
this outcome to be assessed. Ninety-four percent of the students included digital
stills in their projects. For students on the introductory level of this course,
including digital still photos is an acceptable goal.
